1. Introduction (12pt, bold)

These guidelines were prepared based on IEEE Computer Society Press Word templates for the international conference Lifelong Learning in Slovakia. English, Slovak, Czech are official conference languages. Simultaneous translation will be provided during the first day of the conference. Papers can be presented in English, but also in Slovak and Czech. The paper is limited to a maximum of 6 pages. Please register and send us your papers before deadline to guarantee your paper to be included in the conference proceedings. 

2. Formatting your paper

All content must be kept within a print area of  16,74 x  24,7 cm, (Top/Down 2,5 Right/Left 2,13 margins, A4: 21x29,7) in a two-column format (2x8 cm+0.8 cm space between them), justified.

3. Submission of the paper

Please submit your paper per e-mail to miroslav.babinsky@stuba.sk or in form word document or as the Adobe acrobat pdf file. While converting to the pdf please do not forget to set paper size to A4. Working with “Letter” would fully destroy your paper appearance. There will no editing nor in word or pdf files other then adding the header and footer with page numbers - do not lock pdf files. You may want to send us both original and pdf file. Please do not send us more versions.

4. Type-style and fonts

Use the Times New Roman font. True-Type 1 fonts are preferred.

5. Main text

Type your text in 10-point, single-spaced, and fully justified. Do not use double-spacing and indents and do not place any additional blank lines between paragraphs. Proper spacing between main text and headings is automatic in Word (see Main headnigs).

6. Figures and tables

Use only black/white or grey-scale figures or pictures. Please convert colored objects (photos, etc.) to grey-scaled to ensure contrast guaranteeing good print quality. In MS Word place "pictures" in separate paragraph not overlapping the text (Position property of the picture object). Please format the size of the picture to less then 8 cm before including it to the MS Word.

6.1. Description (11pt, bold)

Figure and table captions should be 10-point Helvetica (or a similar sans-serif font etc. Arial), boldface. 

6.2. Figure captions

Figures and tables should be numbered separately sequentially as “Fig. 1. Number of adult students”, “Tab. 1. Number of regular students”. Figure captions place below the figures, table titles above the tables.

7. Main headings

Times New Roman, 12-point boldface, initially capitalized, flush left. In MS Word the main headings is set up as style Heading2 with 20 pts before and 10pts after space. In other word editors you may use two blank lines before, and one blank line after the main heading. 

7.1. Subheadings

In MS Word the subheading is set up as style Heading3 with Times New Roman 11-point boldface, initially capitalized, flush left. In other word editors you may use  one blank line before, and one after.

8. Page numbering

Please, do not number the pages.

9. References

List and number references in 9-point Times New Roman, single-spaced, separated by a blank line, at the end of your paper. References in the text put as the citation number in square brackets, for example [1].
