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description of the project

The overall objective of the Hungary for FP6 project is to raise the quantity and quality of research projects with Hungarian participation as partners or coordinators in all types of instruments of the 6th EU Framework Programme. 

The project focuses on networking and training of major Hungarian organisations taking significant role in the dissemination of FP6 related information, furthermore on supporting the Hungarian researchers from academy and industry with tailor-made information, assistance and services.

The support activities will comprise information dissemination, training activities, promotion of R&D competencies of Hungary, assistance in proposal preparation and screening of research cooperation possibilities.

The activities will be targeted at the whole Hungarian research community, including all types of potential applicants, academia, research centres, centres of competence, small and medium enterprises (SME) and big companies. 

The project also aims at supporting the mobility of Hungarian experts to foreign R&D centres and the mobility of European researchers to Hungarian high quality centres of research and industrial host organizations.

Besides the planned actions an additional result of the project will be a collection of the profiles of Hungarian high quality R&D centres and the list of Hungarian industrial associations displayed in the project website, which will provide information about the Hungarian research landscape, thus increasing the visibility of researchers and R&D institutions from Hungary, promote them as partners in FP6 and assist the match-making between researchers all over Europe.  

The proposed activities will create a useful forum for gathering all players in Hungary involved in FP6 info multiplication, building bridges between the NCPs and the regional contact points for FP6 and other expert or interested organisations, forming common strategies for the benefit of Hungarian applicants, finding the best means of pinpointing and involving as many excellent researchers, institutions, SMEs and larger enterprises as possible. 
The consortium of the Hungary for FP6 project comprises 9 partners representing the seven regions of Hungary, as well as the country’s major R&D institutions and R&D oriented industrial players; it includes the Hungarian Academy of Sciences, 4 universities, 2 chambers of industry, an applied research organisation and the Hungarian Science and Technology Foundation as coordinator. Important stakeholders, like industrial associations and groupings, scientific societies, regional development agencies, etc. will also join to the project as additional non-contracted partners.

In the following three years 6 national information days on FP6 and Marie Curie actions, 2 national trainings for SMEs, 6 sectoral information days for SMEs and industrial associations and 3 FP6 brokerage events will be organized.
