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Blended intensive programs are short, intensive programs that use innovative ways of learning, teaching,
and training for students and staff including the use of online cooperation. They are developed and
implemented by at least three higher education institutions (HEIs) coming from at least three EU Member
States and third countries associated with the Program.

During blended intensive programs, groups of students or staff will undertake short-term physical mobility
abroad combined with a compulsory virtual component facilitating collaborative online learning exchange
and teamwork.

That BIP enables students to learn in international contexts and offers the opportunity to engage in personal
and academic exchange with students from other countries in an international group. The students have the
chance to reactivate or improve their English skills and further develop their intercultural competence.

Courses are held in English and the teachers know that the groups will be diverse on an English level! The
